    The BC Coalition of Women�s 
Centres came together in 2001, as an 
ad hoc coalition of Women�s Centres, 
to discuss, strategize and take action 
on issues which affect our Centres and 
the women who access them.

    Women�s Centres provided 
direct service to 300,569 
women in 2001 � approximately 
one out of every six women and 
girls in BC.
