Course work will consist of lectures, the reading of selected Montessori passages, discussion,
practical aspects for implementation and the writing of an Assistant’s Album. An AMI
Children's House Assistants Course transcript will be issued, based upon 909% attendance,
course participation and the completion of the Assistant’s Album.

The fee is $825.00 payable in full when you register. Sufficient registration is required by
July 31 to ensure the course is offered.
