· Divers and non-divers on boat must be Top Island Econauts and liability waivers must be current (diver or non-diver as appropriate) 

· 4 divers minimum for dives within 8 nautical miles of Telegraph Cove.

· 6 divers minimum for dives more than 8 nautical miles from Telegraph Cove 

· If we have TIE out of town divers, there must be at least 4 local Econauts diving from the Emerald Express as well.
