DIVE LOG; Jacqui Engel, Stephenson’s Reef, June 24th         
Approximately once each year the tidal exchanges slow down enough to dive on the Stephenson’s reef (on a weekend). The sun was shining and no wind was blowing. We sadly waved to Jackie on the boardwalk; she was working and not diving. We had a pretty full boat, which is terrific! There was me, Garth, Bryce, Todd, Ken, Ross (out of the kitchen and up from Nanaimo), Andy, Gord, and for surface support, Dahlia.
