STARS’ prime concern is appropriate medical
care delivered to the critically ill or injured
patient in the timeliest way possible. For all
modes of emergency medical transportation,
early system activation is essential. The type
of medical team and transportation dispatched
for a particular mission is dependent on a
number of factors, including the medical

condition of the patient, distance, time and
weather factors, amongst many others.

Approximately 94 per cent of Alberta’s
population and many communities in
southeastern and northeastern British
Columbia are within a 250-kilometre radius of
Calgary, Edmonton and Grande Prairie and can
therefore be reached by STARS’ helicopters.

In 2008, STARS flew 1,465 missions, carrying
only critically ill or injured patients. Since 1985,
morethan 17,500 missionshavebeencarried out.
